Public Comment

Planning Commission Member Tim Seitz, 230 Primrose Lane, Hanover, PA asked if the
public would be allowed to sit on the public seating area in front of a restaurant that had
a public seating permit if they did not patronize the restaurant. Manager Bowersox
explained it would be up to the business owner who holds the permit. Solicitor Yingst
added that the ordinances permits the business owner to have control over the area; and
there are public benches are provided downtown for sitting areas. The downtown
business owners asked for the ability to have outdoor seating, and they will be responsible
for keeping their areas clean and supervised.

Mr. Bob Hollingshead, 44 Brewster Street was present as trustee on behalf of the Hanover
Eagles to present a check in the amount of $15,000 to kickoff the Santa Cabin project.

The full amount of $47,000 was pledged by the Eagles for the project, and this represents
the first payment.

There was a standing ovation from Council and citizens thanking the Hanover Eagles for
their generous donation. President Reichart thanked Mr. Hollingshead, on behalf of
Santa, and Hanover Borough Council for his attendance this evening.

AN ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 685 AS
AMENDED, ENTITLED, “AN ORDINANCE REGULATING
TRAFFIC IN AND CERTAIN USES OF THE HIGHWAYS OF
THE BOROUGH OF HANOVER,” AND AS SET FORTH IN
CHAPTER 346-14 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE
BOROUGH OF HANOVER.

BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the Council of the Borough of Hanover,

York County, Pennsylvania, and it is hereby enacted and ordained by the authority of the
same as follows:

SECTION 1: That Section 346-14 of The Code of Ordinances of The Borough of
Hanover is hereby amended with the addition of the following designated stop
intersections and official stop signs shall be erected (or are hereby confirmed if heretofore
erected) in such a position as to face traffic approaching the first named street in the
direction or directions hereby indicated; all vehicles approaching the intersection upon the
second-named street in the direction or directions hereby indicated in each case shall come
to a full stop, within a reasonable distance, before entering said intersections:

Stop Sign on Direction of Travel At Intersection of
Wilson Avenue North & South Moul Avenue
Wilson Avenue North Penn Street

Penn Street East & West Wilson Avenue
George Street West Wilson Avenue
Alley extending from North Gail Street
Broadway, the first alley

North of and parallel

Railroad Street

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF HANOVER,
YORK COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA AMENDING
ORDINANCE NO. 2218 ENTITLED “AN ORDINANCE OF
THE BOROUGH OF HANOVER, YORK COUNTY,
PENNSYLVANIA REGULATING THE USE OF PUBLIC
SIDEWALKS BY EATING ESTABLISHMENTS FOR THE
PURPOSE OF CUSTOMER SEATING; PROVIDING FOR
THE GRANTING OF PERMITS FOR SUCH USE; AND
PROVIDING FOR THE ENFORCEMENT OF SAID
ORDINANCE,” AS SET FORTH IN CHAPTER 309 OF THE
CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF
HANOVER.

BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the Borough Council of the Borough
of Hanover, York County, Pennsylvania, and it is hereby enacted and ordained by
the authority of the same as follows:

SECTION 1: That Ordinance No. 2218 entitled “An Ordinance of the Borough of
Hanover, York County, Pennsylvania Regulating the Use of Public Sidewalks for Eating
Establishments for the Purpose of Customer Seating; Providing for the granting of

Permits for Such Use; and Providing for the Enforcement of Said Ordinance” is hereby
amended.

SECTION 2: That Article III, Section A, Paragraph 4 of said Ordinance No. 2218
is hereby amended to provide and read as follows:

4. TPersonal property and accessories placed in the outdoor seating area must
not be attached, even in a temporary manner, to the sidewalk or other public
property or to any building or structure.
