It was moved by Mr. Lockard , seconded by Mr. Chesney to approve Ordinance No. 2274 
entitled AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 685 ENTITLED, "AN 
ORDINANCE REGULATING TRAFFIC IN AND CERTAIN USES OF THE HIGHWAYS 
OF THE BOROUGH OF HANOVER, AS SET FORTH IN CHAPTER 346 OF THE CODE 
OF ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF HANOVER," (All Way Stop at Wilson 
Avenue & George Street). On roll call , the following voted in favor of the motion: Mr. 
Baumgardner, Mr. Chesney, Mr. Lockard, Mr. Noble, Mr. O'Neill, Ms. Pranses, Mr. 
Reichart, Dr. Rupp and Mr. Shea; the motion passed on a vote of 9-0. Motion carried . 

It was moved by Mr. Lockard, seconded by Ms. Pranses to approve the request of Mr. 
Doug West on behalf of the Bi-Annual Hanover Area Community Meal Packing 
Committee to block Doss Alley between Chestnut Street and College Avenue on 
Saturday, November 3, 2018 from 7:00AM to 4:30 PM and to allow free parking in the 
area during the event. Motion carried. 

Public Service Committee- Mr. Shea 

It was moved by Mr. Shea, seconded by Ms. Pranses to approve the request of Main 
Street Hanover for approval of their movie night event on Saturday, September 29th in the 
M & T quadrant of Center Square from 6 PM to 9:30 PM, which includes closure of the 
quadrant. (Rescheduled from 9-8-18 due to inclement weather). Mrs. Trucksess stated 
the movie will be "Sherlock Gnome." Motion carried.

Public Service & Communications Committee - Mr. Shea 

It was moved by Mr. Shea, seconded by Ms. Pranses to approve the field use agreement 
for Troy Funkhouser, PA Blaze Girls Softball Organization for the upper field at Moul 
Recreational Complex on Mondays and Wednesdays from September through October 
2018 for softball practices and games on Saturdays and/or Sundays for a fee of two 
hundred fifty ($250.00). Motion carried. 

It was moved by Mr. Shea, seconded by Mr. Lockard to approve the request of Mr. Adam 
Nye, 347 Hobart Rd., Hanover, PA on behalf of the PA Pride girls fastpitch softball team, 
to use the center field at the Moul Recreational Complex on Saturday, October 6th and 
Friday, October 19th from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM with use of lights at a fee of $20.00 per 
hour and bathrooms at a charge of $50.00 refundable following successful inspection 
after both events.

Engineering, Office, Compliance & Facilities Committee- Mr. Baumgardner 

It was moved by Mr. Baumgardner, seconded by Mr. Noble to authorize the Borough 
Solicitor to draft a temporary agreement for use of the access road to the old Hanover 
Wastewater Treatment Plant off Ram Drive, to Precision Cut Industries, 60 Ram Drive for 
future expansion of their business, provided Precision Cut Industries agrees to pay a 
portion of maintenance costs, accepts all liability and agrees to be responsible for a Illegal 
costs involved in drafting the proposed agreement; noting the agreement would dissolve 
pending any future sale of said property. Motion carried.

During my original 
campaign I made a promise to see the revitalization of our downtown. I'm proud to say 
that idea is becoming a reality. My only regret is that I cannot complete my third term as 
Mayor. Keep up the good work Justine! I would like to thank Manager Bowersox for all 
his hard work. I know with his leadership this Borough is in good hands. I would like to 
thank Council for their dedication to our town. To all of the departments of the Borough 
and to all of its employees, it has been a pleasure to work with each and every one of 
you. To Dorrie, thank you so very much for making my job easy. I'm going to miss 
everyone. I will leave you with this thought that was told to me when I took office in my 
first term, 'Be true to yourself and to others, speak from your heart in your own voice, and 
about what you believe in.' " 

In closing Mayor Adams thanked Council and staff for all their support during the past 
nine years he served as Hanover Borough Mayor. He and his family purchased a new 
residence outside the Borough, so he must retire from his position as Mayor. He stated 
he has no regrets, other than not finishing out his third term, and has always remained 
true to his own beliefs and acted in the best interests of citizens of the Borough. He made 
a campaign promise to see the revitalization of downtown, and is proud that project is 
finally on the way to fruition . He wished Hanover Borough Council success in appointing 
a new mayor to serve the community, and thanked the citizens for their continued support.

• AN ORDINANCE 

AN ORDINANCE AME~DING ORDINANCE NO. 685 
ENTITLED, "AN ORDINANCE REGULATING TRAFFIC IN 
AND CERTAIN USES OF THE HIGHWAYS OF THE 
BOROUGH OF HANOVER, AS SET FORTH IN CHAPTER 346 
OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF 
HANOVER." 

BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the Council of the Borough of Hanover, 
York County, Pennsylvania, and it is hereby enacted and ordained by the authority of the 
same as follows: 

SECTION 1: That Ordinance No. 685 entitled "An Ordinance Regulating Traffic In 
and Certain Uses of the Highways of The Borough of Hanover" is hereby amended. 

SECTION 2: That Section 16, entitled "Stop Intersections. [Added 12-29-1954 by 
Ordinance No. 858] The following intersections are hereby declared to be stop intersections, and 
official stop signs shall be erected (or are hereby confirmed ifheretofore erected) in such a position as 
to face traffic approaching the first-named street in the direction or directions hereby indicated. All 
vehicles approaching the intersection upon the second-named street in the direction or directions 
hereby indicated in each case shall come to a full stop, within a reasonable distance, before entering 
said intersection" is amended with the addition of the following designated stop 
intersections and official stop signs shall be erected (or are hereby confirmed if heretofore 
erected) in such a position as to face traffic approaching the first named street in the 
direction or directions hereby indicated: 

"At the intersection of George Street approaching Wilson Avenue in both an easterly 
and westerly direction;" 

"At the intersection of Wilson Avenue approaching George Street in both a 
11o~therly and southerly direction."
